Handy Hints 
 
Pineapple Fruit Cake Recipe from Sonia Burke 
Ingredients: 
1 cup sugar 
15 oz can crushed pineapple 
1 lb mixed fruit 
1 teaspoon bi-carbonate soda 
1 teaspoon mixed spice 
4 oz butter 
1 cup plain flour 
1 cup SR flour 
2 eggs 
  
Method: 
Place sugar, contents of pineapple can, chopped mixed fruit, bi-carb soda, spice and butter into saucepan.  Bring to 
boil, remove from heat, cool completely.  Sift flours together, mix into cold fruit mixture with well beaten eggs.  
Place into greased and lined cake tin.  Bake in moderate oven 90 minutes.  Reduce heat to moderately slow, bake 
20-30 minutes longer.

I was sitting in the Paperchain bookstore in Manuka recently, whiling away the time whilst waiting to see 
a movie across the road, pleasantly browsing through their very good fashion and art section when I came 
across a new and weighty tome, called ‘Inspired to Stitch: 21 Textile Artists’ by Diana Springall. I 
couldn’t resist having a browse through such a delectable title, so I curled up on a little seat in the kids 
section to have a good look. What I found was a beautifully detailed book celebrating the lives and work 
of 21 of Britain’s most well-known textile artists and embroiderers. The artists include Jan Beaney and 
Jean Littlejohn, among many others, each artist being given a 4 or 6 page spread, with large colour 
illustrations of their work with sketches and notes from their diaries, etc. What is wonderful about the 
book is how in each interview with the artist concerned they detail the course of their career and the sorts 
of things that inspire them as well as sharing aspects of their own creative process, that will be inspiring 
to anyone interested in the encouragement found in fellow artists. It is a beautiful reference if you want to 
know more about our field, at least as it is in Britain. As it is a hard-back with large colour reproductions 
it is on the pricey side, but it’s available at a discounted price of $85 (no postage) for subscribers to 
Textile Fibre Forum. See your latest issue for more information. – Ed.
