Jan Collins ‘Crocheted Bead Rope — February

12th, 2005

The second Saturday in February a the
Spotlight classroom 10 or 12 TASDA ladies
gathered for Jan’s wonderful Crochet Bead Rope
workshop.

Having made a quick visit to Spotlight itself to
purchase those forgotten items on the list, and
glance at the beads (did | have enough? Can't have
too many beads can 1?) | joined the others settling
themselves and their ‘ stuff’ around the large table.

Jan got us started by threading beads on to our
thread with the oh so useful large eyed needle, this
took considerable concentration to make sure the
colours were in the right order. It took quite along
time but at last the required length was achieved.

If we thought that was hard the actual crochet
was harder. The first and second rounds were very
hard and many flower shapes instead of tubes were
made, but Jan was very patient helping, soothing
frayed tempers and exasperated students. We learnt
that a different coloured thread to beads was an
advantage, making it easier to see where to put the
hook next. | was delighted with the new technique |
learnt, thank you Jan, when is the next one? —

Sonia Burke ‘Papillon Evening Bag' — May 3rd,
2005

This was a midweek workshop and six of us met
in Sonia Burke's workroom to set up our machines
and the materids from the requirement list,
including two zips. Zips are not my forte so it wasa
great relief to discover that these zips were just laid
on the bag and precise sewing was not required!
This‘makeit easy’ approach epitomised the tone of
this workshop. Sonia inspired us with her samples.
She explained very clearly what to do at each stage:
starting with the crazy patchwork technique with
tips on size and placement of your best pieces of
scraps; then where to place the zips;, next how to
‘tune’ your machine to troubleshoot any problems
with free machine embroidery, and how to put the
bag together. Sonia demonstrated a range of
techniques for free machine embroidery and fredy
gave us lots of tips that she finds useful to create
the finish that looks so fabulous and difficult. The
members worked hard, we had morning tea,
courtesy of Pearl, on the run. Sonia had to make the
tea because we were too busy. We did stop for a
very nice lunch, contributed and shared by the
participants, but we had to rush back to set the
machines whirring again. We stopped an hour after
the listed finish time with a bit more work to do to
complete our bags. When you see these nifty bags
a our next meeting, I'm sure you will see what a
productive and fun day we had! A big thanks to

For completely non-repeatable but beautiful natural colours several members reported on natural dyeing
techniques they had learned a one of Bonni€' s workshops. Using found leaves and bark, natura fibre
fabrics and fairly smple mordants they were able to ‘show & tell’ some stunning pieces of fabric. By
boiling leavesin water for half an hour then sprinkling in the mordant and leaving the fabric in the ‘ soup’
a couple of hours to simmer they were able to make pae yelows, browns, oranges and even an intense
black. Mistletoe & 1 dessert spoon of Alum (available from Chemists) gave a brighter yellow, Blue gum



leaves and wattlebark gave a brown, though orange on wool. Colourful eucalyptus bark gave interesting
results also. Native cherry gave ayellow, Cootamundra wattle boiled with 1 dessertspoon of ferrousiron
(available from garden centres), gave a deep black. Using copper sulphate instead of iron gave a rich
grey. Wool needs to be wrapped in plastic so twigs don’t get caught in it and you could try wrapping
eucalyptus leavesin fabric for a“‘shibori’ effect. The colourswill change with the seasons.

Flower pounding

Suzie Swinton showed us all some of the results of experimenting with flower pounding, the technique
wewere al admiring on Mary Kingsford' s challenge book cover. Suzie suggested a website recipe which
can be found at www.hgtv.com/hgtv/cr_quilting_other /article/0,,HGTV_3305_1392411,00. Robyn Duncan
from Canberra Needlework also has a flower pounding kit available for $39.95. Suzie also suggested the
book, ‘ Flower Pounding: Quilt projectsfor al ages’ by Ann Frischkorn and Amy Sandrin. Basically you
treat the 100% natural fabric by soaking in an aum solution & hot water overnight. Mary then rinsed
with napisan (washing soda=sodium percarbonate) though Suzie found she got better results if she didn’t
rinse. You can’t use very moist flowers and you need to remove the sappy bits. Then you paste the petas
to the fabric with masking tape, turn the fabric over on to a hard surface then bash it to bits with a
hammer!

Rust dyeing

Ola Raobertson showed us some of her beautiful work using rust to dye fabric. Using naturd fabrics first
wet the fabric and squeeze out the excess water but leave damp. Sprinkle with coarse cooking salt and
spray with vinegar. Place any object that will rust inside the fabric, eg. Chains, washers, a copper pipe
will give green, roll it up in the fabric then leave it in aplastic bag, tied up so it' sairtight, for aweek.

Tea dyeing
For tea dyeing Ola recommends using 50 No-Name tea bagsto 1 litre of boiling water to stew your fabric
in, otherwise you can get Tannic acid from ‘Butts & Beers in Kaeen.

Photographic transfer

For a wonderful aged effect Ola uses teabag papers (dried out and with leaves removed) that have been
dyed with a mixture of tea & burnt sienna dye, stiffened with medium or dilute pva glue, then feeds the
teabag through her inkjet printer. Any scanned image or digital jpg file can be used. Or she uses tea-dyed
musdlin ironed on to Reynolds freezer paper (available from Spotlight & Sew simple) then feeds this
through her inkjet printer.

I’ve aso used the inkjet printer but using InkjetSet from the Thread Studio. This soaking solution alows
the coloured inks from your inkjet printer to be set into the fabric. | used cotton batiste which has been
atached to an A4 sheet of paper with spray-adhesive in my printer.

Chenille

Take about four layers of fabrics, cotton, silk or anything that frays well. Sew channels along the fabric
the width of the foot of your sewing machine. A specia dasher that can be purchased from Addicted to
fabric can then be used to dash the fabric layers up the length of the channel sewn. Cutting with scissors
is possible but is very hard on your hands. To fray the piece simply wash it in the machine and then
tumble dry it or give it a brush with a hard bristle brush. Loose weave fabric works well and contrasting
colours in the layers produces a very interesting effect. You could aso try a central printed motif on the
bottom layer and ‘chenill€ over the top — the motif is till visible but in a more animated way. Try
sewing the channels in contrasting directions. You could also try woven ribbons and twisted strips of
fabric. Gillian was full of interesting and inspirationa variations on the basic technique. Books she
recommends are Variationsin Chenille and New Directions in Chenille by Nanette Holmberg.
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Book Review =

BEGINNER'S GUIDE TO MACHINE EMBROIDERY by Pam Watts, Search Press 2003, ISBN 0
855329939

On arecent trip to Melbourne | visited the Needlecraft bookshop which specialises in textile and craft
books. | have read, and own, quite a few books on beginning machine embroidery so nearly went past
this one. However, when | looked inside | was hooked. The techniques are ssimple but the effects are
realy stunning.

The first few techniques only involve ordinary sewing stitches — couching threads, catching down bits
of fabric with straight stitch and zig-zag, using satin stitch, changing to different feet such as the braiding
and tailor tacking feet and sewing on water soluble fabric with automatic embroidery stitches. This al
sounds a bit ho hum but the brightly coloured samples will make you think that perhaps smpleis best!

Free machine embroidery is introduced nearly hafway through the book. The practice stitching is
simple and achievable, not hundreds of examples that confuse you. The instructions for set up are clearly
written - in paragraph form. Persondly, | prefer instructions like these in dot point or numbered so | can
tick them off more easily. The chapters that follow free machining introduce the use of painted vliesofix,
simple quilting effects, painting on fabric, layering sheers, using flexible fabrics such as butter mudlin
and ribbons to produce interest and texture, and finally using non traditiona materials such as metal and
wire.

There are lots of picturesin this book, showing step by step instructions. There is an explanation of
how each sample was achieved. The basic technique is explained and pictured, usualy followed by
instructions and pictures of variations - very ssmpleto follow.

If you are not feeling confident or are new to machine embroidery, this book will get you started with
flair. If you are a master of this form of embroidery, you might like to have this book to dip into for
inspiration when you need something that is quick and easy, but looks great!

Scarvesfor the Tsunami Victims

All the scarves have been sent, many, many large bags of them. And we have heard back from
Solidaritas Perempuan (Solidarity of Women) that they have received them and write that they are
delighted to ‘welcome to working with any institution/organisation who is willing to help Aceh peoples,
specialy women and children’.

The first delivery of our scarves was received in Jakarta on 10™ March. Others followed.
Solidaritas Perempuan has an office in Banda Aceh and has 50 women working there in the refugee
camp. They are working right in the midst of the reconstruction and it will be wonderful for them to be
able to distribute something lovely to the women after their terrible ordeal and now ongoing insecurity.

In the process of talking to peoplein Canberrawho were going to Aceh to work, it was
wonderful to find so many prepared to take up aparce as hand luggage. But our members had donated so
many scarves that such a piecemeal method of delivery wasimpractical. In the end | was helped
especialy by Karina Pelling and Cemmy Quinn of the South East Asian Centre at ANU and by the
AusAid staff. But it was an inspiring undertaking.
