This was a two day workshop run by the Canberra
Art Teachers Association, and was held in the well
appointed textile room at Radford College on the
weekend of 5" and 6" November. The tutor was India
Flint, who comes from South Australia and is a well
known textile artist.

This workshop was about taking used clothing
and changing it by deconstruction and re-
fashioning. This was the most exciting part, for
jumpers were turned upside down and sleeves cut
off, frills were added and this then became a skirt.
Old trousers typica of the seventies were
reconstructed into a skirt with a kiltish look.
Jackets became skirts, it was amazing to see some
of the reconstruction. Most participants made at
least two items, some made more.

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Tyvek and Fail
1. Paint Tyvek on both sides. Y ou can use silk dyes or acrylics.
2. Cut the Tyvek in the shape and size you require. Remember the Tyvek will shrink. Some
examples which giveinteresting effects:

3. Put the Tyvek between two sheets of baking paper and iron lightly, or place on a safe surface and
use a heat gun. If theiron or heat gun istoo hot, the Tyvek will shrivel to nothing! Use the iron at
a medium temperature to start with and gradually increase the heat so that you can control the
shrinkage.

4. Tofoil your piece, put a small scrap of Vliesofix on your Tyvek then place your foil on top with
the foil side up, cover with baking paper and use the tip of a cool iron. For heavy foiling, press
hard with aflat iron.

Extension

1. After you paint your Tyvek add glitter paint or Shiva stick etc. to enhance the surface.

2. Cover the Tyvek with a fine materia, eg. tulle, chiffon, and free-machine lines or circles.
The material will gather and pucker as the Tyvek shrinks.

3. Roll 2.5cm squares of Tyvek onto a meta knitting needle, press against the iron to seal and
make beads. Wrap with synthetic threads and iron with a hottish iron to seal ends.

4. Experiment with liquid glues to write names and designs. Let the glue dry then foil as with
Vliesofix.

. Tyvek on felt: paint Tyvek, let dry, and then iron onto synthetic felt with fusible webbing (i.e., Vliesofix) in
between ... the Tyvek will melt onto the felt and the paint will be mottled. Be sure to use a sheet of baking
paper on top to protect theiron.

Fabric Collage: iron arectangle of fusible webbing onto a background fabric. Layer strips of overlapping fabric
across, making sure some part of each fabric touches the fusible webbing. When happy with the arrangement,
iron, again using baking paper to protect iron.

Stamps and stencils: hold stamp underneath fabric and do a rubbing with oil paint sticks, or fabric pastels, or
fabric crayons. Let dry (oil paint sticks need 3-4 days to completely dry), then iron according to manufacturer’s
instructions.  Stencils can be used with paint or oil paint sticks. It is also possible to use masking tape as a
resist for paints.

Middle Layer suggestions:

Feature fabrics: add fabric to background as a feature or focus for later embellishing. This can be appliquéd
using fusible webbing, or transparent fabrics can be overlayed, ie. chiffon or tulle can be used to soften the
background.

Embroidery: add texture by sewing parallel running stitches or cross-stitches or French knots. These can also
be used as quilting stitches.

Moder n Japanese fashion (and
other textiles) at the

Fashion garments in progress and a dummy, a blank
canvas for an exciting new outfit

Whenever | visit the Powerhouse Museum in
Darling Harbour, Sydney, | dways find some
interesting textiles or clothing on display, and
my last visit on Friday 30 September was no
exception. There was not one but three textile-
related events.

The Cutting Edge: Fashion from Japan
was an inspired (and inspirational) exhibition of
clothing by 19 Japanese designers. Issey
Miyake, Yohji Yamamoto and Rei Kawakubo of
Comme des Gargons are perhaps the best
known, but it was the work by the younger
generation of designers that captivated me: the
imaginative (and probably unwearable) shoes
made by Tokio Kumaga from the plastic ‘fake
food' found in the display windows of Japanese
restaurants; Hiroaki Ohya's ‘Wizard of Jeanz
series of books that transform into amazing
clothing; the ‘vending machine’ skirt of Aya
Tsukioka for women who want to visit the city
incognito; and the modern-art-looking framed
shirt and dress of Shinichiro Arakawa—just
remove from the frame and wear.

The innovative fabrics displayed separately
were small in number but exciting in their use of
unusual materials and treatments. | wish there
were more of them, but there were enough new

ideas or variations on current textile arts
techniques to make me wonder ‘what if |
did...?. The most striking aspect was the ‘high
fashion’ look of the fabrics, especially those that
used techniques with which we are very familiar
and which are usually treated as craft rather than
fashion.

Many of the fashions are on loan from the
Kyoto Costume Institute, so see the exhibition
while it is here if you can—it ends on 29
January. The catalogue, too, is worth buying as
the photographs are superb. For more
information, see the website at
WWW.powerhousemuseum.com.

An event held in association with the
exhibition was the Tokyo Recycle Project #15.
The team of ‘recyclers, led by Japanese
designer Masahiro Nakagawa, recycled clients
favourite, but worn or outdated, clothing into
new fashion garments.

Before the event, the Powerhouse Museum
asked members of the public to bring along their
clothes for recycling—for a fee, of course. The
team set themselves up in a temporary
workroom in the museum, with large cutting
tables, sewing machines, dummies and al the
other paraphernalia of the fashion studio. It must
have been like working in a goldfish bowl,
though, as museum-goers could sit and watch
the garments take shape.

This ‘Recycouture was a rather lengthy
process. | watched a client being extensively
interviewed: what she liked to wear; what events
she enjoyed; what the origina worn clothes
meant to her; and her lifestyle, hobbies and
interests.

The designer planned the new garment on the
dummy, using the clothing as is or after being
carefully cut or unpicked. Each desgn was
origind, and specific to the particular client, her
lifestyle and interests. Other members of the
team, fashion design students from a local
Sydney TAFE, sewed the garments—it must
have been a wonderful opportunity to work with
an experienced designer.

The finished garments on display were
unmistakably high fashion, with a distinctive
Japanese edge. The team hoped to end the
Tokyo Recycle Project #15 by holding a fashion
parade the following weekend, with clients
modelling the recycouture clothes created
especially for them.

Another exhibition, unrelated to the Japanese
exhibitions, was Morris & Co. This travelling



exhibition from the Art Gallery of South
Australia showcased the textiles, books and
furniture of William Morris, his daughter and
others who subscribed to his ideas and worked
in his workshop.

It was fascinating to see the patterns, so
familiar to me from books and printed Liberty
cottons, in the original tapestries, curtains, chair-
covers and wall papers.

The exhibition has now finished, but, asit is
a travelling exhibition, may be on show a
another museum in the future.

Bead & Gem Show

Penel, a glass-bead artist from Sydney, shows her
range of lampworked beads

| had been looking forward to the 2005
Sydney Bead & Gem Show ever since |
discovered nearly a year before that | had just
missed the 2004 show. So nothing, not even a
relative’ s wedding in Canberra or a singing gig
in Wagga Wagga, was going to prevent my
going.

The 2005 show lived up to expectations. |
spent nearly five hours there, on the opening
night, and even then didn’t have time to visit al
the stands—probably a good thing, as my
‘fantastic plastic’ got areal workout.

The highlight of the show for me was the
work of local and overseas glass-bead makers. |
was surprised and gratified that there were so
many Australian craftspeople making lamp-
worked beads, and | was impressed by their
range of designs and their high levels of
expertise. | felt that many approached world-
class.

The guest artists from the USA included
Alethia Donathan, whose wonderful flower
beads (featured on the October 2005 cover of
Bead & Button Magazine) were displayed for
sde and for simply ooohing and aaahing over,
and Michelle Davis of Tangible Light Studio in
San Diego, who originaly hailed from Adelaide.

| ooohed and aaahed a lot that evening,
particularly over the necklaces made by Debbie
Nishihara, Associate Editor at Bead & Button
Magazine. Her necklaces featured complex
lampworked beads by American artists,
enhanced with crystals, semiprecious stones,
and glass and silver beads.

The savings were great (though naturally |
don’t count the cost of petrol, accommodation
and entry fees!l) and the choice was vast: long
strings of Thai silver beads at around one-third
the cost of similar items in loca shops,
handmade glass and polymer clay beads direct
from the artists at very reasonable prices; strings
of semiprecious stones in al shapes, sizes and
colours; intriguing beads made of materias |
had never heard of, let alone seen before;
usually hard-to-find findings ...

For abeadaholic, this was heaven.

| am looking forward to next years show in
Sydney, from 6 to 8 October 2006, though | had
better start saving now.
