Julie, we are all incredulous that she is gone! When I met this beautiful woman, Julie, I f irst noticed her long honey 
blonde hair, very well kept…then her overall paleness, beautiful skin and upright stance…then the sweet, sensitive 
smile. In repose her face was serious but then it would light up with that special smile. 

She had agreed to help me in my TASDA role. We often sat together and chatted about our love of sewing. 
How satisfying it was to develop soft, fragile materials into something strong and purposeful. She told me a little of 
her past, her schooldays, how she graduated, began nursing and had her children while she was quite young. I told 
her about my family just feeling the empathy she exuded. She must have been a wonderful nurse. 

At the last TASDA meeting [she attended] Julie was excitedly talking about her recent holiday in 
Townsville where she met her school friends and had a wonderful time. They all cried when she had to leave. 

Julie always had a quiet demeanour and a warm personality. So my first impressions were of a soft 
person…how wrong I was. She and I developed a team mentality, we automatically stood in for each other. I 
dropped the TASDA bag off at the hospital, she left it on my doorstep. We didn’ t need to speak. I can be fussy, 
Julie brought me down to earth every now and again, pragmatically reminding me that there is an appropriate time 
for perfection. But then she was a perfectionist herself. 

Bonnie Begg who loved Julie and is very upset told me that Julie was one of the best students she had ever 
taught in her Fashion classes. And then at our first TASDA Exhibition I saw what Bonnie meant. Julie’s sewing, 
especially the clothing she made was exquisite, correct, well-fitted, perfectly finished right down to the last tag. And 
she loved colour, using it simply but imaginatively. She had found that being creative was wonderful and that being 
amongst others who were creative was inspirational. And she expressed her enthusiasm straightforwardly, to the 
public at craft shows, to newcomers and to the committee. 

For her birthday, Ross paid for Julie to do a special Fashion course in Sydney. That was a time we 
remember Julie’s bubbly enthusiasm. Before she left she was excited talking about it. When she returned it was 
clear that it had been thrilling. When she was happy Julie glowed. 

Gradually as TASDA grew in strength Julie’s involvement grew. She became our Treasurer and I can just 
imagine the hours spent processing payments for almost anything our large group did. At meetings she was usually 
too busy to speak socially but then I knew that she loved to keep busy. Recently Sue Barrett  told me that Julie 
made thirty bags for our last Exhibition [2003] as well as three stylish garments that she modelled in the Fashion 
Parade.

Patricia Fowler’s Alter-Ego Dyes – October 16, 
2004 

Patricia delighted our senses with a delight of 
colour and soft fabric. After a very detailed talk at 
the beginning we were ready to get dyeing. So we 
turned on the hotplates, boiled our water and added 
the right amount of vinegar, salt and dye. There 
was a huge variety in the colour combination 
chosen. I chose to do light blue and dark blue, 
others chose to do green and brown, or purple and 
blue. After the first scarves came out of the pots we 
were keen to continue on with another scarf with 
even more colour and daring colour combinations. 
This is where my pink and brown scarf came to 
life. Really it’ s just a huge experiment and great 
fun. You don©t always get what you expect, but 
that©s the best part. If you want to be able to repeat 
a colour combination you need to take good notes 
of the recipe used.  

The best part is that you can’ t make a mistake.  
All the scarves look good when ironed up and dry.

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Using Nappy Liners as a substitute for  Vliesofix 
Note: the nappy liners I use, I bought at the Ainslie IGA. They are Black and Gold brand and cost $2 for 100 white 
liners. Nappy liners can be used in a sandwich construction or for appliqué. 
Sandwich Construction 

1. Lay down your base material 
2. Lay down the nappy liner 
3. On top of the nappy liner place items for decoration eg threads, small fragments of material, leaves, crystal 

shred, beads etc. Don’ t cover the whole surface leave gaps so the top layer can stick to the nappy liner. 
4. Lay a see through fabric on top e.g. net or chiffon 
5. Place a sheet of baking paper on top and press with a very hot iron. Don’ t iron for too long, look at the 

piece and press again if required. 
Variations:  You can paint the nappy liners with acrylic paints. 

 You can leave off the top layer in 4 above, and machine embroider. 
 You can do steps 1, 2 and 5 above and then foil with a cool iron 
Appliqué 

1. Lay the nappy liner on wrong side of appliqué material. 
2. Press with a sheet of baking paper and very hot iron. 
3. Cut out required shape of appliqué 
4. Iron the shape onto the base material, nappy liner side down. 
 

The disadvantages of nappy liners compared with vliesofix are that the liners leave more residue which can be seen 
on the base material. This is less evident if you paint the liner. 
Secondly, because you need to use a high heat to dissolve the glue in the liners, materials that require a low heat 
setting may not be compatible. You can dissolve the glue with high heat first, then add the low heat item later and 
see if it adheres. – Barbara Kelly 

Fibrespeak 
 

Textile definitions  

Organic forms Shapes used in the work that resemble unidentifiable living forms, and indicate that the 
artist is deeply concerned with life, growth and the environment. 
Working intuitively Making it up; playing by ear. Many textile artists …begin by playing sensuously 
with their fabric collection, and developing any subsequent inspiration. To some, this seems less worthy 
than working on intricately detailed plans, drawings and preordained concepts. However, those who 
belong to the intuitive school often find that by the time the plans are drawn and the diagrams detailed, 
the freshness has gone out of the idea and they are anxious to move on to something else. 
Fragment Small piece of work with unfinished edges; presented as precious. Sometimes a large piece 
that lacks charisma can be successfully recycled into several smaller fragments. These can then be 
presented as a series. 
Ser ies Several works with the same theme, usually using the same media, and possibly originating from 
the same piece. This is also a good way to get additional mileage out of one bright idea. – quoted 
liberally from Textile Fibre Forum Magazine, 1994.

Book Review

LAYERS OF STITCH – Contemporary Machine Embroidery by Valerie Campbell-Harding and 
Maggie Grey (Published by Batsford) ISBN: 0 7134 8906 5 
 
This comprehensive softcover book thoroughly covers many aspects of contemporary textile art and 
clearly explains many techniques. There are Sections entitled, ‘Backgrounds’ , ‘Slips & Patches’ , ‘Putting 
it all together’  and ‘Edges, Tassels and Trimmings’  looking at the way in which a detailed work is built 
up, layer by layer, from the background through to the final details. Each section contains detailed ideas 
for inspiration and experimentation using various media, including Xpandaprint, the ever-useful nappy 
liner, metal shim and many more. For those devotees who are interested in digital designs made from 
your sewing machine’s software there’s an entire sub-section devoted to ways of using the in-built 
designs from your machine as well as designing your own motifs. Altogether a very interesting and 
inspiring book which got my design juices flowing and added to my already long list of ‘ things to try out 
when I get the time’ .  – Heather Aspinall

MELBOURNE TEXTILE SHOPS
 
 
Inspired by our recent trip to Sydney and how 
much fun I had on that trip, checking out 
interesting stores and buying lots of supplies, I 
decided to do a little reconnaitre of Melbourne 
textile supplies while I was there for the first 
week of the school holidays in September. 
Given that this was just one week after our 
exhibition it seemed a good way to come down 
from the excitement of that time, all the hard 

work and relax while still doing something 
useful toward textiles! Well, any excuse for a 
good shop will do… I found so many great 
shops I decided I just had to share them with 
you all in the hope that you’ re able to check 
them out if you’re going that way or even with 
the possibility of another TASDA trip, even 
further afield….! 
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The first place I found on my expedition was 
Artisan Books at 159 Gertrude Street, Fitzroy 
(open 10am-5.30pm). This cute little store 
specialises in craft, art & design books, both 
second-hand and new, and my son and I spent a 
lovely half-hour or so browsing through the 
titles in quiet and contemplative solitude (we 
had the shop to ourselves at 10.30am). They also 
run a mail-order service so check out their 
website if you’ re interested in what they have to 
offer, www.artisan.com.au. 
 Next we looked in the window of a 
fascinating vintage clothes shop just down the 
road, called Circa, but unfortunately they were 
closed for the day and I never got back there to 
explore further. I couldn’ t tell which was more 
interesting, that window or the PVC exotica of 
the Gothic shop next door – Fitzroy is a funky 
neighbourhood! 
 I went looking for the Needlecraft 
mail order book service that I use and found its 
small showroom in Brighton, at 211 Bay Street. 
With a huge warehouse out the back there’s no 
need for a big showroom, but they do have a lot 
of specialist craft publications. Worth looking 
at. 
 The lady at Kraft Kolour in Preston, 
107 Plenty Rd, was wonderfully friendly and 
helpful, admiring my son’s sketches of 
Melbourne and giving him a free Visual Diary 

to encourage him. Her shop is plentifully 
stocked with a whole wall of fibre-reactive dyes 
and supplies associated with dyeing. She also 
has white fabrics for dyeing, wools, brushes, 
stamps, paints, and magazines & books for 
inspiration. Very worth the trek to find it in 
suburban Melbourne. 
 Trimmings & Remnants in Pascoe 
Vale (164 Cumberland Rd) is the mecca for 
theatrical supplies of all kinds. With 2 rooms 
devoted to glitzy fabrics, another 2 rooms to 
trimmings, diamantes, jewelry findings, beads, 
flowers, feathers, lace motifs, you name it and 
they had it! I was there on a weekday and the 
place was packed with people doing their bridal 
shopping and organizing dance frocks for 
themselves and their daughters. Overwhelming 
with supplies packed to the ceiling but spoiled 
for choice! 
 The only place I didn’ t get to but 
wanted to was Passion de Soie for Alter-Ego 
Dyes in Kew (237 High St). Well, maybe next 
time! And even with this list I’m sure I haven’ t 
exhausted the possibilities for textile shopping 
in Melbourne. So if you have any further 
suggestions, or if there’s something wonderful I 
missed, please let me know and I’ ll publish it in 
later editions of the newsletter. Happy shopping 
in the meantime! – Ed.

Who: The small theatre was full of arts group representatives. Most knew each other by name and 

there was lots of networking. 
The topic of the evening was political as they had four candidates representing four parties for the ACT 
election to speak on what could be done for the arts if they were elected. 
Incidentally we discovered these useful bits of information: 
·  The music arts are trying to establish a stronger base in Canberra 
·  There is a feeling that major Canberra buildings should have art works featured on or in them to take 

away the sterility of the architecture 
·  Poetry may be focussed on with a festival 
·  Libraries may extend their exhibition character 
·  There are government grants that can assist the ‘arts needy’ . These can be applied for under ‘arts 

grants’  or ‘women’s grants’ , etc. All grants applications need a long lead time and there is a peer 
assessment process that leads to recommendations to the minister before budget time. 

·  Belconnen will probably get some kind of arts complex built. There is a lot of discussion about the 
need for it, the form it should take, when to start designing it, who will use it, etc. etc.

What you need for a button Necklace: 
 About 100 buttons - various sizes.  Can be flat and 
shank.  Decorative or plain. I have made a nice one for 
summer using shirt and pyjama buttons only. 
3 metres Embroidery floss (6-stranded fancy work 
cotton) 
Tapestry needle 
Scissors 
 
The Calico Patch at Federation Square has bags of  
buttons for $8, or three bags for $20.  You get 300g or 
about 250 buttons in each bag. They are excellent. 
  
I©m not sure what Hobby Sew in Cohen St Belconnen 
have now, but they did have some earlier in the year.  
Smaller bags so you would have to buy a couple of bags 
to make the necklace.  Worth a look though. – Norrie
